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National Chemistry Week, October 17-23, 2010 

Dear Educator:


I am writing to help you involve your students in this year’s National Chemistry Week.  The theme for this year is “Behind the Scenes with Chemistry” and will focus on the use of chemistry in the special effects of movies or television. Current shows like MYTHBUSTERS explain the science that makes spectacular special effects possible.


To help you celebrate National Chemistry Week, the Georgia Section of the American Chemical Society (ACS) is sponsoring the following activities:

1. NCW Poster Contest.  Each school may submit one poster in each category (K-2nd, 3rd-5th, 6th-8th, and 9th-12th) to the Georgia Local Section poster contest.  The winner in each category of the local section contest will be entered into the National Contest.  Entries should be mailed to Georgia Tech at the address above and must be received by October 25 (posters will not be returned).  The contest is focused on the national theme of “Behind the Scenes with Chemistry” and should consider the roles chemistry can play in special effects, makeup artistry, movie set design and materials, etc, or examples in which chemistry is important to everyday life but the role of chemistry may not be obvious to the public.  

2. NCW “Care Packages.” The local section is willing to provide, at no cost to you, NCW care packages including copies of Celebrating Chemistry (a hands-on activity newspaper for elementary school students) or ChemMatters magazine (high school), and various give-aways such as chemistry pencils, stickers, balloons, etc.  To request an NCW care package, please email sherrill@gatech.edu, and specify the approximate number of students, what grades they are in, and a shipping address. Packages will be provided while supplies last.  Please place requests by September 23.

3. NCW Travelling Chemistry Shows.  Undergraduate and graduate chemistry students in the Georgia Section have volunteered to travel to nearby schools during National Chemistry Week to perform chemistry demonstration shows.  If you would like to request a chemistry show at your school, please email sherrill@gatech.edu as early as possible, but no later than September 23.  We have only a limited number of demonstration teams

Please join us in teaching the importance and fun of chemistry!
